It will also show if any of your drugs have RESTRICTIONS. Some plans                         require:
 PRIOR AUTHORIZATION - meaning the plan must approve the drug before they will pay for it,
QUANTITY LIMITS – a limited amount of certain drugs will be provided,
STEP THERAPY – you must try a certain progression of drugs before the drug will be covered.
