8. If I join a Medicare Advantage plan and don’t like it, when can I get out of it?

9. How do I get out of (disenroll from)  a Medicare Advantage plan?

10.   How do they calculate my Part D penalty if I don’t sign up now?

11.  How do I prove I have had creditable coverage for Part D?

12.   I met with an agent and she recommended Plan X.  Is Plan X a good plan?

13. I’ve read in the newspaper that Medicare Advantage plans are getting too much money from the government.  Is that true?

14. Where can I find out about complaints made against Medicare Advantage plans?

15. We’re planning to travel after we retire.  How will Medicare, drug coverage, Medicare Advantage plans and Medicare supplements work when we’re traveling?

16.How often can I change Medicare supplement plans?

17.  Does my Part D plan have to be from the same company as my Medicare supplement plan?

18.   Do my wife and I get one Medicare supplement plan for the two of us?

19.   There’s a chance I’ll go back to work in a couple years.  What happens to my Medicare then?

20.   I don’t’ get full Social Security benefits until I’m 65 and 7 months.  Is that when my Medicare starts?

21.  I’m turning 65 and never worked.  My husband is 60 and retired.  Social Security said I can’t get Medicare.  Is that correct?
